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From the outside Hope Ministries may resemble any other social 
service agency that feeds the hungry and shelters the homeless.  But 
that’s where the similarities end—because for people who are seeking 
a new way of life, those physical essentials are just the beginning.

At Hope Ministries we know true and lasting change is achieved 
only through transformation of the heart.  That’s why we take a holistic 
and long-term approach to our programs and services.  In addition 
to providing three meals a day, clean clothing and safe shelter, we 
introduce men, women and children to the love, grace and guidance of 
Jesus Christ . . . and shepherd them as He would, even after they leave 
our immediate care.  Hope Ministries tends to the spiritual needs of our 
guests in a number of ways . . .

•	Prayer: The most important component of our ministry is prayer.  
Our staff and volunteers pray fervently for our residents.  And the 
hundreds of members of our Hope Prayer Team and our church partners 
are also vigilant prayer warriors.

•	Chapel and devotions: Residents at 
our facilities faithfully attend chapel 
and/or participate in daily devotions.  
We do not force Christianity on anyone, 
but we seek to introduce residents to a 
God who loves them and has a plan for 
their lives.

•	Classes: In addition to recovery, 
life-skills, and health and wellness 
classes, we also offer spiritual-
development education and training 
meant to encourage our residents in 
their faith walks.

Once residents have completed 
their recovery programs, we continue to 
provide Christian guidance and support.  
Our Hope Aftercare Program helps them 
transition to independent living through 
individual case management, referrals 
to adult education classes, community-
building activities and church participation.  We also provide food, 
household goods and hygiene items as men, women and mothers with 
children establish their own homes in the community.

Because we believe so strongly—and have witnessed countless 
examples—that our holistic approach is effective, we don’t accept 
government or other sources of funding that would force us to compromise 
our Christ-centered approach to restoration and recovery.  We are privately 
funded by individuals, churches, businesses and foundations that stand 
beside us because we’re consistent at bringing hope to broken lives.

Christ truly is at the center of everything we do at Hope Ministries, 
and that’s what makes us different.  Tracy, a resident of our Hope Family 
Center, put it this way: “It’s like I’m adopted into a royal family.  I am a 
daughter to the King, a princess.  Here at Hope Ministries, I’ve made a 
spiritual investment that will last my entire life!”
