“I never knew love.  Now 
I’m learning it,” Norm says of 
his life before coming to Hope 
Ministries’ Bethel Mission.  

“I was on the street 
doing evil things,” he 
painfully recalls.  “Crossing into old Mexico, running dope . . . stealing . . . buying and selling women.  
I was eating out of dumpsters.  I saw murders.  None of it was enough to stop me.”  Norm said he had 
been living with friends and went to a gospel mission in Las Cruces to get away from dope for a day or 
two.  There, he met a graduate of Hope Ministries’ long-term recovery program who told him how Hope 
Ministries changed his life.

“I was running in the fast lane, but God slowed me down, and I heard what that man was saying,” 
Norm recalls.  The next thing he knew, he had a bus ticket to Des Moines and enough alcohol to last the 
trip.  “I came up here with two bags and two fifths of whiskey,” Norm says.  “They poured it out and gave 
me something to eat.”

After a year at our Door of Faith recovery center, Norm is still amazed he was accepted at Hope 
Ministries—and by God—despite past transgressions and sins.  “They do this for men out of the grace of 
their hearts.  These people welcomed me with open arms.  All they’ve done is uplift me.  I’ve got a life.  It’s a 
life for Christ.”

Paula thought she’d never be able to forgive herself for what had happened to her six-month-old son—for not believing her husband could be the 
abuser that fractured his tiny skull.  But after little Jonathan was rushed to the hospital a second time for the same injury while in his dad’s care, Paula’s 

worst fears were realized.  

Paula says she had a good life as a child.  As a teenager, she never got into 
drugs or alcohol.  But after she was married at age 26, she learned she did have an 
addiction . . . to her husband.  “I started letting myself go and letting him make all 
the decisions,” she admits.  Then he hurt Jonathan.

The next thing Paula knew, Jonathan and his older brother Nathaniel 
were placed in foster care, she and her husband divorced, and she found herself 
drowning in guilt and grief.  In 2007, Paula was told she could have her children 
back if she moved to Hope Family Center.  Paula embraced the chance to be 
reunited with her children.  The decision changed her life.

“The staff has shown me a lot of grace,” Paula says.  “They share their own 
experiences with their children and the things they’ve been through.  They make 
me accountable for the things I do.  They love me.  They are proud of me.  They 
forgive me.”

And, she explains, she has finally even forgiven herself for what happened 
with her husband and children.  “I didn’t think God would forgive me when I 
should have known what was going on and then with the divorce.  Now I know 
Jesus died on the cross for my sins.”

Paula is currently the “house mom” for the new Hope Family Center 
building that opened last year, and she’ll graduate from Des Moines Area Community College in 
May.  Both Jonathan and Nathaniel are healthy and happy.  Paula appreciates everything you and other 
compassionate friends have done for her family through your financial gifts and prayers.  

“I’m thankful for the opportunity to be here with my kids,” she says.  “And now, knowing Jesus will 
always provide for us, I know I can do this on my own.”

In 1993 he was homeless in Key West, Florida, and working as a carpenter’s assistant when 
he saw a newspaper photo of President Clinton embracing a victim of the Midwest floods.  He 
decided to head for that part of the country because he thought he’d find jobs there, and he 
spent what little money he had on a bus 
ticket to Des Moines.  On his second 
night in town, someone directed him 
to the Door of Faith, which was still 
located on Grand Avenue in downtown 
Des Moines.

Juan says the Door of Faith was 
just what he needed at that time in his 
life, and it became a springboard to a 
new beginning.  “The staff inspired 
me to get off the streets, and I saw the 
way they helped people who really 
wanted to help themselves.”  He says 
living a Christ-centered life and being 
accountable for his choices and actions is a much better way of life.  

Juan recently shared his life story with the men at our Bethel Mission facility because he 
hopes others who are chronically homeless can be inspired to get off the streets as he did.  When 
the gathering was over, he returned to the home he shares with his wife, Rita.  “Everything is 
fine,” Juan says.  “Everyone has the same chance like me.”

“He’s never going to change.”  

Everybody says this about someone they know.  For many, that someone was Aldo Perez.   

You may remember Aldo’s story from last year’s September/October issue of Stories of 
Hope.  Aldo, one of the most feared residents of the Des Moines River tent camps, came to 
Hope Ministries’ Bethel Mission emergency shelter to recuperate after he was beaten and his 
leg shattered by an intruder.  

During his stay, he felt God speaking to him through the kindness of the staff and 
residents.  He began to wonder if, perhaps, he could be a good man.  Then he fell ill and was 
diagnosed with leukemia.  That’s when he surrendered his life to Christ.

Since that article was published, Aldo underwent numerous hospital stays and 
chemotherapy treatments, but to no avail.  His doctors told him he was out of options.  
Knowing Aldo had little time left, the staff of Hope Ministries encouraged him to go home.  
They went to the phone and called Aldo’s mother, and mom and son shed tears together.  “My 
son, you are coming home,” his mother cried.  

Aldo flew home to California last fall to be with his family and was cared for by a home 
hospice agency.  Hope Ministries’ staff and several tent camp volunteers spoke with Aldo every 
week and described him as a modern-day prodigal son.

Before he left for California, Aldo spoke at a chapel service at our Bethel Mission facility.  “My name is Aldo Perez,” he said.  “All of you 
know me.  I used to be strong physically—I could break your necks with my pinky finger.  But I was weak spiritually.  Now look at me (cane in 
hand, limping).
